DISTRICT SIMPLIFIED GRANTS
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· Projects must comply with all standard Humanitarian Grant Policies and Guidelines.  The terms are available by logging onto www.rotary.org or from your representative on the District Grants Subcommittee
· Projects require the direct involvement of Rotarians to:
· Assess community needs and develop a project plan
· Establish a committee of at least three Rotarians to oversee the expenditure of funds
· Organize meetings with local service providers, local officials and/or recipients
· Implement the project
· Oversee grant funds
· Provide evidence of community involvement and ownership
· File a Final Report to the District Grant Subcommittee Chair (DGSC)
· Promote projects in the local media
Policies and Guidelines
	The District has ordered $30,000 in Simplified Grant Monies.
· You may, for Rotary year 2011-2012 use up to 100% of your club’s DDF for implementing a District Simplified Grant
· You can use the DDF from several clubs to join together in a local project
· You can additionally use cash to meet the target funding for the DSG (cash is not reimbursed by District)
· There is NO Matching of Simplified Grant Funds
· DSGs are reimbursed no pre-funded
· Projects must be initiated by a Rotary Club in the project location
· Grant funds cannot be used for:
· Reimbursement of existing projects
· Construction or renovation
· Salaries, stipends or honorariums
· Operating expenses of another organization
· Post-secondary education funding
· Personal or professional development
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District Deadlines and Criteria
District Simplified Grant Application
· District funds will be available to the clubs for DSGs after September  1, 2011
· DSG applications must be submitted to the DGSC by February 28, 2012. No new DSGs will be accepted after this date
· Funds will be awarded on a FIFO (First In First Out) basis. You must submit to the District Grant Subcommittee Chair (DGSC) --the DSG application describing the project and amount of funds requested
· Once your application is approved
· The DGSC will notify you that the project has been approved
· You can proceed with the project
· You will be sent a blank copy of the Final Report Form
· Once you have completed the project you must submit to the DGSC the final report of the project and all the receipts
· Once your final report and receipts have been received and approved by the District Grant Chair, your club will be reimbursed the funds approved on the grant application
· RECEIPTS dated prior to the District Grant Chair’s approval of your application will not be reimbursed
· All DSG Final Report must be submitted by May 1, 2012.  Any DSGs with no Final Report will be classified as “withdrawn” and closed without payment or any additional processing
